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                Archiving All Analysis Services Databases
Purpose:  This script automates the archive process of Microsoft SQL Server 2000 Analysis Services databases on a server.   It eliminates the chance of a database being added without the archive task being defined and simplifies the back up process by using consistent directory and file names. 
Features: This script runs as part of a DTS task.  It archives all databases except ones explicitly listed in the script.  The CAB file is created in a directory with the file name in the format of DatabaseName_BackUp_MM_DD_YYYY.  
How to use: This script is designed to execute as an ActiveX script task in Data Transformation Services.  In the DTS designer create a new package and add an ActiveX script task.  Copy the code into the ActiveX script task and save the package.  Each time the package is executed all the Analysis Services database will be archived.  
 To exclude databases from the archive add the database name to the array named aryNoArch.  Remember to set the array size to match the number of databases being excluded.   
For example, to exclude both FoodMart 2000 and Sales_Demo databases modify the code as follows:

Dim aryNoArch(2)

‘The number of databases to exclude

…

aryNoArch(0)="FoodMart 2000"

aryNoArch(2)="Sales_Demo"

Error handling:  Errors will cause the process to stop and DTS to signal an error.  If you have created the Global Variable AX_Error in the DTS Package the script will save the error there.  It is a simple job to incorporate your standard error handling routine with this script.  
Limitations:  This script uses the msmdarch.exe to archive the databases.  MSMDARCH is limited to Analysis Services 2000 databases of 2 gigabytes or less.
